2011 STATE CHAMPIONSHIP REGATTA
The FSRA State Championship Races will be held at the Nathan Benderson Park on Cooper Creek on Saturday, April 30th, and Sunday, May 1st.  All final events will be raced on Sunday.  Several changes are adopted each year, therefore the following details are important to review.  NOTICE: By submitting entries to this regatta, your organization acknowledges and will abide by all regatta rules as posted online at http://www.FloridaRowing.org/fsrarulc.html.
KEY DATES:

· Volunteer submission deadline: Thursday, April 14th, 2011
· Entry, team list, boat line-ups, medical alert and waiver deadline: Friday, April 22nd, 2011
· Scratch deadline: Midnight Tuesday, April 26th, 2011 ($25 fee thereafter)

· Payments and trophies: Friday, April 29th, 2011 (at regatta site)

ON-SITE REGISTRATION: On-site regatta registration will open Friday only from 10 am to 5 pm with a lunch break somewhere in there.  Call Brice at 321-960-1808 if you can’t find him on Friday.  The on-site registration is for payment and trophy turn-in only.  
PAPERLESS REGISTRATION: All other registration items can be submitted either online or via email – no race day registration lines.  The following items are required to be received by the stated deadlines in the specified format given in order to be able to race: 

· Volunteers (separate package)

· Event entries (Microsoft Word or Excel attachment or plain text email)

· Team competitor list (Microsoft Word or Excel attachment or plain text email)

· Event boat line-ups (Microsoft Word or Excel attachment or plain text email)

· Team medical issues (Microsoft Word or Excel attachment or plain text email)

· Athlete waivers (online system)

PLEASE NOTE: don’t procrastinate – everyone will be treated equally and fairly meaning deadlines will be enforced.  Enter early and make changes before the scratch deadline.
COACH’S MEETING: This meeting will brief.  The coach’s meeting will begin at 7:00 am Saturday only at the control commission / launch dock area.  It will cover scratches only (at $25 each) and will be held quickly.  This meeting will not include the coxswain’s instructions.

COXSWAIN’S MEETING: This meeting will brief.  The coxswain’s meeting (separate from coach’s meeting) will begin at 7:00 am Saturday only at the control commission / launch dock area.  The coxswain’s meeting will not cover the full spectrum of racing rules, etc.  The meeting will cover the officiating aspects relevant to the conditions encountered that morning.  The responsibility for preparing coxswains for race day belongs to the coach.

REGATTA RULES: Regatta rules are posted online at http://www.FloridaRowing.org.
MEDALS AND TROPHIES: Coaches may claim awards on Sunday following event official results posting.  First, second, and third place medals will be awarded.  A crew must not necessarily beat another crew to get medals.  Youth trophies will be awarded to overall event winners.  Scholastic trophies will be award to first place scholastic teams.  The trophies are to remain in the possession of the winning crew for one year and returned at the next State Championship Regatta.  PLEASE return trophies in a condition that you would like to receive them.  These trophies are for your future enjoyment, so take care of them.
Coaches, remember to return your trophies in good presentable condition so that we can present them to this year’s winners.  Teams failing to return trophies will not be permitted to compete until the trophy is returned in a good presentable condition or a per trophy replacement fee of $300.00 is paid.
AWARDS DOCK: The awards dock will be used for first place only.  One of the officials will direct the winning boat to the dock after declaring a fair race was completed.  If there is an unresolved protest, all boats will be directed go back to the recovery docks to clear the area and awards will be available later.  NO HOT SEATING at awards dock; if the winning boat needs to hot seat, they should inform the officials and proceed directly back to the recovery docks.  Trophies and all remaining medals may be signed out at the VIP tent following event official results posting.
SAFETY NOTES ABOUT THIS VENUE:

1) All bicycles must stay off the paved walk way.  All bikers must use the access road (outside the wood fence) to avoid collisions with people walking.

2) County Park rules state NO PETS and NO ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES are allowed in the park.

3) All teams that will be cooking must have the correct class/size fire extinguisher near the cooking area.
VOLUNTEER EFFORTS: This is an association event and all teams will be required to assist with volunteers.  We absolutely need members to assist in running the regatta, especially qualified dock masters and launch boat drivers.  Volunteers will be handled in a separate package.  Volunteers (name, cell phone number, job desired, preferred work day and time) must be submitted by Thursday, April 14th, 2011.  After that date, unfilled jobs will be assigned prior to entry deadline for team entry acceptance.
Due to park restrictions and special waivers granted for this event, only 4-cycle engines are allowed in Nathan Benderson Park on Cooper Creek.  The local organizing committee will be providing these with backups provided by member organizations.

PLEASE NOTE: No Organizational Fee Cap
ALSO NOTE: Your organizational dues were due at the fall coaches meeting.  Your entries will not be accepted if your organization is delinquent on their membership dues. SCRATCH FEE: Each entry scratched after the deadline will result in a $25 scratch fee in addition to the entry fee.  Also, entries not showing up to the start for their assigned event will be subject to a $25 scratch fee.  PLEASE NOTE that after heats are raced, any scratches of 1st or 2nd varsity boats will exclude that team’s qualifying 2nd and/or 3rd varsity boats in the same boat size classification.
All of the organization’s entry and scratch fees will be paid in full prior to launching any of the organization’s boats.  Non-payment of fees will carry forward to following years until paid in full.
KEY ITEMS (Helpful hints to make your life easier):
· Regatta HQ Location: Trailer on south side of the VIP tent near the finish line.  Come here for Friday on-site registration, Saturday weigh-ins, Lost and Found, volunteer check-in and race schedules.

· Site Plan / Venue Details are online at http://www.FloridaRowing.org. The Championship Information Center includes links to rules, entry forms and schedules. Venue Guide includes links to parking maps and has details on accommodations, dining, parking, tents, practice schedules, etc.
· Bring your bike: it will make getting between the boat area, finish line and start line much easier.  We have requested extra bike racks for those that want to secure/lock their bikes.

· Tents: due to the distance between team tent area and trailers, each team is allowed up to 2 10’x10’ tents behind their trailer.  Bring a tarp to put over your trailer for additional shade.

· NO Vehicle parking in the boat area: once you park your trailer and/or unload car topped boats, vehicles must be relocated to designated parking areas.

· Coxswain Water Tour should be available Friday from the awards dock near the finish line.  Coaches are welcome if space is available.
PLEASE KEEP YOUR TENT AND TRAILER AREA TRASH-FREE: We expect each organization to be responsible for thorough cleanup of their area both at their tent and trailer areas.  There will be plenty of trash bins along the walkway; please use them.  Please bag your team's trash and place bagged trash next to existing trash bins for easy daily pickup.
VENDORS: The local organizing committee will be managing vendors (including teams selling merchandise) except for official FSRA regatta shirt sales.  FSRA will forward vendor requests to the local organizing committee.  Official FSRA regatta shirt sales will be managed by FSRA.  Any unofficial regatta shirt for sale will be subject to confiscation.

Weigh-in Guidelines

1. Weigh-ins begins at 7:00 am and ends at 9:00 am Saturday ONLY.

2. Test scale available Friday.

3. Team coach or adult representative must be present during weigh-in.

4. Reweigh allowed if athlete is within 1 pound of the event maximum.

5. The whole boat weighs in at the same time.

6. Athletes will weigh-in wearing racing uniform.

7. No weight allowance given for items athlete is wearing during weigh-in.

8. Alternates will weigh in with the team.

9. The weigh-in official will notify the regatta director of those who do not make weight.

10. Boy’s weight, 155 lbs., No Average.  Girl’s weight 130 lbs., No Averaging.
